	INTRODUCTION


Read them a short story about baptism or if possible watch a short youtube cartoon re-enactment of the baptism story. T will engage Ss through this story being told.

	DEVELOPMENT

	Write on Board: I would like to ask Jesus...

Q. Why there are so many symbols in the sacrament of baptism?
Q. Why baptism is the first sacrament?
      etc.

	Hand out Worksheet to students. 

Explain the activity: 

Ss will be writing a short journal about what they would like to ask jesus. The writing should relate to the concept of Baptism.

T will help students think of creative questions and areas to think about, by walking around the room and scoping and discussing with the Ss. 

T will allow fast finishers to draw a picture of themselves WITH Jesus, to allow them to think about the differences in times, and appearances. 


	

	CLOSURE

	T will pick 2 Ss whom have completed creative work (who have worked well for their level) to bring their work to the class and share it to their peers, talking about their work and ideas.the rest of the Ss will leave their work on their desk, and come back to the floor sharing their questions. 

T will create an area for students ideas and questions to be placed, for student to have access to in the future. T can bind the work and create a “what would we ask JEsus book?”. This will be a good resource for students to reflect upon, as they are able to come back to it during their free time.
